2. In addition to the BS requirements, to graduate you will need to complete University Requirements including:
a. A minimum of 180 credits total including 60 upper division credits
A Diversity course (PSYC/GWSS 331, PSYC/GWSS 321 or other university option)
A Global Studies course (PSYC 374 or other university option)
A Senior Capstone or Thesis (PSYC 490 or PSYC 491)
Apply for graduation and pay the graduation fee by the deadline and two quarters in advance of your intended
quarter

3. Students enrolling in Field Study should have senior-standing (135 or more earned credits). Consult with the Field Study
instructor during the 5" week of the quarter immediately prior to the quarter during which you plan to take Field Study.

5. Graduate School Preparation — Graduate programs are competitive. If you are hoping to start the fall following graduation,
it is in your best interest to get started right away.

a. Research programs in the locations and areas in which you are interested, including requirements (e.g., GRE
test) — most people apply to multiple programs

b. Take courses required for the types of programs you are considering

c. Getinvolved in volunteer work/internships and research; be thinking about letters of recommendation
